HARVEST FOR THE HUNGRY 2007 – Make a difference now!
Since 1998, Holy Trinity Church in Nailsea has been involved in supporting the “Harvest for the Hungry” Project run by EuroAid (an International charity based in Bristol), and in that first year succeeded in providing more than 80 boxes of food for needy people in the Balkans area, following the wars in the former Yugoslavia.
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Since then, the Team has been joined by schools and churches in Nailsea and the local area and also received support from local supermarkets and the local community.  As a result, the number of boxes sent to some of the most needy areas in Europe has grown as follows:

1999 - 450 boxes 

2000 - over1,000 boxes (a Millennium Year special!)

2001 - 725

2002 - 1033, representing over 12½ tons of food!

2003 - 1192 boxes
2004 - 1026 boxes (From this year, we have had to send a £3 donation for each box prepared, to cover the transport costs.  Without that charge on our resources, our total number of boxes in 2004 would have been nearly 2000!)

2005 - 883 boxes

2006 - 1096 boxes
There is still an on-going need in many Eastern European countries where so many people are short of food and the basic necessities of life, and the Project Team hope in 2007 to provide again a substantial number of food boxes to help meet this need, particularly in Romania, where the Team has a special link.  Even though Romania has recently joined the European Union, it is going to take many years for the abject poverty endured by so many in that Country to be eradicated.
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In the meantime, the Team from Nailsea is again this year seeking the support and help of all churches, schools and other interested organisations, plus, most importantly, individuals in Nailsea and the surrounding area.  

The Team appeals to everyone in the Area to help others by giving your support where you see the collection points in your local stores, and helping to fill these much-needed food parcels.  A list of which food products are needed will be clearly shown on the leaflets which will be distributed to shoppers, and on the display posters in the shops.
